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Building a sight word vocabulary is a good way to ensure future reading success. Although, several of these words can be sounded out, our goal is for your child to recognize these words automatically by the end of the school year.  Any help you can provide at home would reinforce the sight words that we are practicing in our classrooms.

You only need to work with the sight words for up to 10 minutes a day, 3 times per week.  Do not work with more than 10 words at any given time.  If your child forgets a word, simply tell him/her the word.  Do not encourage them to sound out the word.  A word is considered mastered when your child can read the word automatically 8 out of 10 times in a variety of settings such as flash cards, when you point to it in a sentence, or when given the word your child can locate it in environment print.  Examples of environment print are posters, books, magazines, cereal boxes, road and business signs. 

Once a word is mastered, add one new word and keep a separate stack of learned words in a safe place to review periodically with your child.
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
