The Food Service Department is not set up to send home bills for money owed.  Students must have money in their account to receive a meal.

YOUR CHILD’S USE IN THE 2010-2011 SCHOOL YEAR
How do I put money on my child’s account?  Over the summer, you may use the form below and mail checks directly to the Department of Food Services at the Tolland Board of Education, 51 Tolland Green.  Once the school year begins, you should send checks to school with your child.  Your child can then give the form & check to their teacher or hand it to the cashier during lunch service.  We recommend that advanced payments be sent in the form of a check.  Please write the student’s name on the check.  You may use the form at the bottom of this page, or have your student pick one up throughout the school year at the cashier station.  Cashiers will hand a form to your child when their balance is running low.  
What do the options mean?  To purchase milk and/or meals on account and snacks (where available), please select “Meals and A La Carte”.   “Meals Only” means exactly that, the money you send in may ONLY be used to purchase a full meal.

My child is approved for free meals.  Your child will have an account just like every other student in the school.  He will need to identify himself at the cashier station with a fingerscan so the meal can be accounted for.  You also may place money in his account for a la carte items, if you chose.

My child is approved for reduced meals.  Your child will have an account just like every other student.  We STRONGLY encourage you to place money in her account.  She will need to identify herself with a fingerscan and $ .40 will be deducted from her account, or she can pay $ .40 daily.  
How much money may I deposit?  You determine the amount that is right for you.  There is no limit to the amount of money that may be deposited.  We recommend that you deposit enough money for at least a month of meals or approximately $50.00 to reduce paperwork and time for both you and the food service staff.
